Most popular places  : all  schools & the public premises of municipalities at risk

Besides efforts by professional activities, AFPCNT tends to implement a special effort, in relation to particularly
vulnerable categories requiring specific efforts on risk culture improvement :

- the elderly people

- the nomad people (touristic activities)

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SIGNIFICANT  SUCCESSES ON RISK CULTURE IMPROVEMENT IN FRANCE

▪ The public risk information messages, available on most risk locations

▪ Obligation for the municipality to place signs about the highest level hit by the flood on housing,

▪ Multirisk documentation and zoning about the various risks potentially affecting the considered place

▪ The early warning messages particularly in case of: storms, floods and storm surges, as well as earthquakes

▪ Practical exercises under the auspices of the Civil Security and related organizations, similar to the one taking place
every year on the International DDR Day

IMPORTANT STREAMS OF IMPROVEMENTS IN PROGRESS, TO COMPLETE A GLOBAL RISK CULTURE
APPROACH IN FRANCE

▪ Loss data gathering and sharing, for the various stakeholders to engage a cost benefit approach to some risk
prevention decisions (ONRN spatialized indicators, within GEORISQUES Portal)

▪ Resilience capacity of territorial governances (municipalities, greater cities ) through labeling methods

▪ Similar approaches for the resilience capacity evaluation of undertakings.
